21. DAl Requirements - Vendor will ensure that its employees, agents, or designees, when in or upon DAI's premises,
shall obey all ethics and business conduct, workplace heaith, safety and security rules and regulations established
by DA, regarding the conduct of its own employees and any additional rules and regulations established by DAI for
non-employees, incduding without limitation, security rules, and regulations.

22. Geverning Law - This Order and the acceptance thereof shall constitute a valid, binding, and enforceable
contract governed by the laws of the State of Maryland, without regard to its principtes of conflicts of law.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, any dispute arising out of the performance of the Order or the Agreement, and to
which the Client is a party, shall be governed exclusively by United States Federal Law.

23. General - If any clause of this Order is held as a matter of law to be unenforceable or unconscionable, the
rermainder of this Order shall be enforceable without such clause. This Order supersedes and replaces any previous
documents, correspendence, conversations, or other oral or written understandings between DAl and Vendor
refated to the subject hereof. This Order cannot be amended, changed, or modified in any respect unless each such,
amendment, change, or modification shall have been agreed upon in writing, signed and delivered by each party
hereto.

24, Exclusion Of Damages - DAI shall not be liable for any consequential, punitive, exemgplary, special or other
indirect damages, in contract, tort or otherwise in any action arising out of this Order, DAl will not be liable for any
amount in excess of the amounts paid or payable to Vendor hereunder,

325. Empiayee Whistleblower Protections - This clause does MOT apply if {i) the Prime Award as identified on the first
page of this Order is "Contract” AND (i) the Order's total value is less than USD 150,000.

This clause requires the vendor to (1) inform its employees working under this award in the predominant native
language of the workforce that they are afforded the employee whistleblower rights and protections provided under
41 U.5.C. § 4712;-and (2) Incfude such requirement in any subaward or subcontract made under this award. 41

U.5.C. & 4712 states that an employee of a vendar may not be discharged, demoted, or atherwise discriminated
against as a reprisal for "whistleblowing.” In addition, whistleblower protections cannot be waived by any
agreement, policy, form, or condition of empleyment. Whistleblowing is defined as making a disclosure "that the
employee reasonably believes” is evidence of any of the following (1) Gross mismanagement of a Federal contract or
grant; (2) A gross waste of Federal funds; (3) An abuse of authority refating to a Federal contract or grant; (4) A
substantial and specific danger to public heaith or safety; or (5) A violation of law, rufe, or regulation related to a
Federat contract or grant {including the cornpetition for, or negotiation of, a contract or grant). To qualify under the
statute, the employee's disclosure must be made to (1) A Member of the U.S. Congress, or a representative of a U.S.
Congressional Committee; (2) A cognizant U.S. Inspector General; (3) The U.S. Government Accountability Office; (4)
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A Federal employee responsible for contract or grant oversight or management at the relevant agency; {5) A U.S.
court or grand jury; or, {6) A management official or other employee of the vendor who has the responsibility to
investigate, discover, or address misconduct.

26, Pay Transparency Nondiscrimination Provision- This proviston applies to Vendors that {1) hold a single federal
